Quinto play the rhythms of Brazil and Cuba with a Jazzy vibe. Raul D’Olivera (trumpet, vocals & percussion) Tristan Banks (drums) & Terry Seabrook (keys). Very entertaining & very lively.
Their show includes classics such as Brazil, Mas Que Nada, songs by Antonio Carlos Jobim (Girl from Ipanema) and originals.

The musicians have worked together over many years in different larger Latin orientated groups and have recently put this smaller ensemble together (early 2011) as a more compact and economical unit. It would be ideally suited to rural touring.

Although the budget forecast is for 10 performances this band is also available to run pre performance workshops focusing on percussion work for groups of up to 20. Instruments and pieces can be provided but an additional budget would be required of approximately £400 per workshop (fees and instrument hire).

Musician Bios

RAUL D'OLIVERA (trumpet/vocals/percussion) from Portugal has worked with Roberto Pla, Soundino de Londres, Daniel Ponce, and has toured and recorded with many solo pop artists.  He has an authentic and charismatic sound which always inspires musicians and audience alike. Raul currently teaches percussion workshops around the UK in a special schools project.

TRISTAN BANKS on drum kit is one of the country’s most versatile Latin drummers. He has worked with Pucho, Snowboy, and Marcus Valle and is currently touring with the latest Brazilian Club band DALATA.
